1. Judges reserve the right to remove any unmanageable animal/ or person from the                  	show at any time at his or her own discretion.
2. Entries must be made at least 3 classes before class that is being entered.
3. All tabs require a signed blank check upon entry.
4. There will be a 2-minute gate call. This will be enforced
5. Proper attire is not required, but long pants or chaps and boots ARE REQUIRED.
6. All classes are Walk, Trot, Canter classes unless otherwise stated (i.e. walk-trot, 	gaited)
7. Horse Types: Stock/Hunter- predominantly Quarter Horse/ Thoroughbred breeding,   	  	          conformation, and type. Includes Paint, Pinto, Appaloosa, Warmblood, etc.
		Saddle/Pleasure- predominantly American Saddlebred/ Arabian breeding, 		conformation, and type. Includes Morgan, Hackney, National Show 			Horse, ½ Arabian, etc.
		Gaited- predominantly Tennessee Walking Horse/ Saddle Horse 				breeding, conformation, and type. Needs to do one of these gaits: Single 			foot, slow gait, rack, foxtrot, running walk, paso fino, etc.
8. A NEGATIVE COGGINS IS REQUIRED FOR ANY HORSE ON THE SHOW GROUNDS.
9. Carriage Driving: Pleasure Turnout- This class is about presentation. It judges the 			horse/pony, harness, carriage, and whip on how clean and coordinated 			the whole look is. The class will work both directions of the ring like in a 			normal class.
		Pleasure- The horse/pony walks and trots both directions of the ring. May 		call for a walk, working walk, trot, working trot, and walk on a loose rein.
		Novice- Class for horse/pony that has not won 3 blue ribbons, OR driver 				  who has not won 3 blue ribbons.
